Subject: Changing/Amending Deed Restrictions
Step 1 a. Since deed restrictions for the several Units in the Gulf Gate Community Association (GGCA), which includes Gulf Gate Woods and Gulf Gate, may contain different provisions, please ascertain that you have the correct document for your Unit. You should also be aware that if the amendment/change is approved, recorded and filed with the Clerk of the Sarasota County Circuit Court, Florida, the amendment/change runs with the property should you, your heirs or assigns sell the property.

        1 b. In ascertaining that you have the correct restrictions for your unit also note the following, attached to the document is a plot plan for your unit, which shows among other thing the lots and blocks within the Unit. In addition, there is a listing entitled Properties Subject to the Declaration of Restrictions for your Unit number, which lists the Lots and Blocks within the Unit.

Step 2 a. Complete the attached form, Notice to Gulf Gate Community Association (GGCA), which is used to advise the GGCA of your desire to amend/change a section in the deed restrictions for your Lot, Block and Unit. We suggest that you review Part –D: General Provisions, which describe among other things the need to obtain the signatures of 80 percent of the owners of property within the same block where the restriction is to be modified as well as signatures of the owners of at least 25 percent of the property frontage in all other blocks in the unit in which the property is located. This form will serve as a work sheet to move onto Step 3.
CAUTION: Maintain all original documents signed by owners and others, since they must be filed with the Clerk of the Sarasota County Court and or other entity. Copies may be made of the documents 

Step 3. Each owner located in the Block and Unit must sign an instrument, which states the proposed amendment/change, in the presence of a notary that he/she consents to the amendment for the unit and the affected lot(s) and block(s). 
Attached are examples of the format, which may be used to obtain the 80 percent and 25 percent signatures to change deed restrictions for example in Unit 11.  That is, the use the strike through to show deletion of a word or phrase and underline to show addition of a word or phrase. The signatures of each owner require notarized at the time they are executed.
